Brite Idea: Jesus is greater than any person. 
He Question: Who is Jesus? 

Jesus is God’s Son, the promised Messiah. Because 
Jesus is God, He is greater than any person who has 
ever lived or will ever live.

We Question: How can we put Jesus first?
We can be humble and recognize  
His way and His plan matter the most.

Brite Idea: Jesus is God’s Son. 
He Question: How is Jesus different than  
other people?
Jesus is the Son of God. He is holy, perfectly good 
and never sinned.

We Question: How is Jesus like us?
Because Jesus came to Earth as a man, He experienced 
the same things we do. We can trust that He understands 
us and what we go through.

Brite Idea: Jesus invites us to follow Him.
He Question: Why is Jesus worthy of  
being followed? 
Jesus is the Son of God and the perfect example of how 
God wants us to live. He loves us more than anyone else 
can and showed that by paying the price for our sin.

We Question: What does it mean to follow Jesus?
We follow Jesus by trusting in Him as our Savior, seeking 
to know Him more and more and following His example 
in how we live our lives.

Brite Idea: Jesus has power over everything. 
He Question: How is Jesus so powerful?

Jesus showed that He is God and has God’s power. 
He is omnipotent, and His power has no limits!

We Question: Is Jesus’ power scary?
Jesus is 100 percent good and loves us so much. We can 
respond with awe and wonder at His amazing power.
