Brite Idea: God is faithful.

He Question: Why can God be trusted?

God is faithful. Everything He says is true. Everything He 
promises will happen. He loves us and has a perfect plan.

We Question: How does God’s faithfulness help us be faithful to Him?

Because God can be trusted, we can live life His way. We trust He 
knows best and that He will always take care of us. 

Brite Idea: God faithfully provides for us.

He Question: How is God able to provide what we need?

Because He is the Creator and King of the world, God owns  
everything. He loves us and provides us with every good gift. 

We Question: Does God know what we need?

God knows everything and He created us, so He knows exactly what 
we need. He knows what we are going through. Even if He doesn’t 
give us everything we want, He knows what is best for us.

Brite Idea: God is always with us.

He Question: How can God always be with us? 

God is omnipresent, which means He is everywhere all  
the time. He is faithful to those who trust Him.

We Question: How does God’s presence help us when we are scared?

When we are scared, we can pray to God for comfort and help.  
We can know that we will never be separated from His love, no  
matter what is going on around us. 

Brite Idea: God gives new life.

He Question: Who is in charge of life and death?

God is the giver of all life. Death came into the world  
because of sin, but God is greater than death. He gives us 
new life through Jesus and gives us the opportunity to have 
eternal life.

We Question: How can God give us new life?

The Bible says we are spiritually dead in our sins. We are separated 
from God. Jesus died on the cross and rose again, making a way for 
us to be forgiven. When we trust in Him, we have new life in Him and 
can live with Him forever.

Remember that 
we were dead and 
through Jesus, 
 we have new life.
